4. For both #2 and #3 above—when listed/shelved other than the beginning word of a title—you should see an underline on the

part of the title under which it is listed/shelved.

5. [brackets] sends you to where it is listed/shelved.

6. Titles which BEGIN with NUMERALS (e.g.  9/11…; 648 Ways…) are listed and shelved BEFORE the alphabetical list.

7. VHS and DVD formats are shelved in SEPARATE places.  That’s one reason why the FORMAT in the listings is important.

8. When checking out one of multiple copies of a title, tell in the LIBRARY Check Out Book which copy you take.

9. When looking for something on a certain subject, check the MOVIE  SUBJECT  LIST, a separate list.
